Therefore, the Brewster Conservation Commission heraby finds that the following conditions
are necessary, in accordance with the Performance Standards =et forth in tha ragulations, to
protect those interests checked above. The Commission orders that all work shall be performad
in accordance with said conditions and with tha Motice of Intent referenced above. To the
extent that the following conditions modify or differ from the plans, specifications or othar
proposals submitted with the Notice of Intent, the conditions shall control.

General Conditions

Failure to comply with all conditions stated herain, and with all related statutes and other
regulatory measures, shall be deemed cause to revoke or modify this Order.
This Order does not grant any property rights or any exclusive privileges: it does not
authorize any injury to private property or invasion of private rights.
This Order does not relieve the permittee or any other parson of the necessity of complying
with all other applicable federal, state or local statutes, ordinances, by-laws or
ragulations.
The work authorized hereunder shall be completed within three years from the date of this
Order unless either of the following apply: (under Brewster WP By-law tha permit 1s for one
yaar):
(a) the work 1s a maintenance dredging project as provided for in tha Act: or
(b) the time for completion has been extended to a specified date more than three years,
but less than five years, from the date of issuance and both that date and the special
circumstances warranting the extended time period are set forth in this Order (see p.
§-2a, condition 15 for superseding Brewster Wetland Protection By-law).
This Order may be extended by the issuing authority for one or more periods of up to
three years aach upon application to the issuing authority at least 30 days prior to
the expiration date of the Order (see p. 5-2A, condition 156 for superseding Brewster
W.P. By-law).
Any i1l used in connection with this project shall be c¢lean fi11, containing no trash,
rafuse, rubbish or debris, including but not l1imited to lumber, bricks, plastar, wira,
lath, paper, cardboard, pipe, tires, ashes, refrigerators, motor vehicles or parts of
any of the foregoing.
No work shall be undertaken until all administrative appeal periods from this Order have
elapsed or, if such an appeal has been filed, until all proceedings before the Dapartment
have been completed.
Ho work shatl ba undertaken until the Final Order has been recorded in the Registry of Deads
or the Land Court for the district in which the land is located, within the chain of title
of the affected property. In the case of recorded land, the Final Order shall also be noted
in the Registry's Grantor Index under the name of the owner of the land upon which the
proposed work 15 to ba done. In the case of registered land, the Final Order shall also be
noted on tha Land Court Certificate of Title of the owner of the land upon which the
proposed work 1s to be done. The recording information shall be submitted to the Registry
of Deeds, Barnstable on the form at the end of this Order prior to commencement of the work.
A sign shall be displayed at the site not less than two square feet or more than three
squara feet 1n si2e bearing the words, “"Massachusetts Department of Enviranmental
Protection”, and Brewster Number, File Number SE §-693, Brewster Number 83-83, a,.k.a, 96-2,
Where the Dapartment of Environmental Protection is requested to make a determination and
to issue a Superseding Order, the Conservation Commission shall be a part to all agency
proceedings and hearings before the Departmant.
Upon Completion of the work described herain, the applicant shall forthwith request 1in
writing that a Certificate of Compliance be issued stating that the work has bean
satisfactorily completed.

BREWSTER WETLANDS PROTECTION BY-LAW

This order must be recorded in the Registry of Deede, Barnstable County,
prior to the commencement of proposed work. The statement of recording,

which is at the bottom of page 5-4A, must be returned to the Commission's
office as soon as possible.

No work may proceed until the Applicant has received all other permits
required by law, including but not l1imited to any permit required by the
Brewster Board of Health, the Brewster Planning Board, the Brewster Board of
Appeals, the Department of Environmental Protection or the Army Corps. of
Enginaars, :

This permit is granted under Section 7 of the Brewster Wetlands Protsection
By-law, subject to the conditions imposed, for one year. Requests for an

extension of this permit must be submitted, in writing, no less than 30 days
prior to the expiration date of this permit.

Any substantial change made or intended to bes made in the plans shall
raquire the Applicant to file a new Permit Application/Notice of Intent, or
to inquire of the Commission, in writing, whether the change is so
substantial as to reguire the filing of a new Notice of Intent Permit.

The Conservation Department shall receive 48 hours' advance notige, in

.writing, before the commencement of clearing, excavation or

construction. Failure to do so may result in penalties or fines.

A1l structures, facilities and equipmant, as parts of this project, shall be
continually operated and maintained so as to comply with .this permit. This
provision applies specifically to all heavy equipment usad on this project.
Any leakage of o0il, hydraulic fluid, gasoline, or any other pollutant must
be cleanad up immadiately, and the defective equipment responsible for said
leakage shall be immediataly repaired or taken off-gite.

The DEP File Number and the Brewster Number issued to you on the Order of
Conditions/Permit must appear at the site as described in condition #9.

A copy of this Order of Conditions/Permit &hall be kept on site at all times
during construction. All contractors and subcontractors retained during
construction must be provided with a copy of this order (this is the
Applicant’s responsibility), and should be prepared to produce the order,
together with all plans and supporting documents referenced, upon regquest of
the Conservation Administrator or any Member of the Conservation Commission.

On completion of the entire project, a Certificate of Compliance must be
requested, in writing, by the engineer or applicant. It is further reguired
that the engineer sign the letter stating that the work has been completed
according to the Order of Conditions and Plans. This TJetter must be
accompanied by a payment of the standard $50.00 non-refundable fes to the

Town of Brewster. Without a Certificate of Compliance, an encumbrance will
remain on the property.

Violation ef any of these Conditions shall subject the violator and the land
owner to a fine {of not more than $300.00 per day), pursuant to Secticn 11
of the Town of Brewster Wetlands Protection By-law, until all violatiocns
have been corrected to the satisfaction of the Brewster Conservation
Commission.

Members, employees and agents of the Conservation Commission shall have the
authority to enter and inspect the property to determine and evaluate
compliance with this Order of Conditions/Permit.

24. Prior to construction, an erosion control barrier (staked hay bales or
giltation fencing) shall be emplaced as shown on the plan of record. 1If
eiltation fencing is used, the bottom shall be buried a minimum of four to
six inches in depth. This barrier shall constitute the limit of work: no
work shall take place on the wetland side of the barrier. Prior to removal
cf the =iltation barrier, any siltation buildup on the upland side must be
removed,

25. The contractor shall notify the Conservation Department, in writing
(please use accompanying notification form), 48 hours before commencement of
on-site work: this form shall alsoc serve as proof that the contractor and all
workers have read and understand these conditions listed in the Order of
Conditions permit.

25. A supply of extra siltation barriers shall be on site to prevent
siltation into the buffer zone, in case of an emergeancy.

26. A1l building materials shall be stored in the existing gravel parking
area on the south side of Route BA.

27. A refuse dumpster shall be located in the same gravel parking area during
the construction and demolition phase. The site shall be policed daily to
insure removal of construction debris and trash.

2B8. A new five foot wide path at the north end of the project shall be
carefully graded and immediately revegetated as shown on the site and
revegatation plans.

29. A11 work shall be dopa by hand utilizina hand tools for the installation
of the boardwalk and bridges. The contractor shall cut and prefabricate as
much of the boardwalk and bridges as possible. This prefabrication activity

a§a11 occur in the existing parking lot, to avoid impacting sensitive
wildlife habitat and existing vegetation.

30. A1l excavated material for the 4 x 4" posts shall be done by hand: the
excavated material shall be removed to the parking area away from the salt
marsh. A solid concrete block shall be placed in the bottom of the hole to
provide stable footing for the posts,

3t. A1l wood products shall be C.C.A. pressure treated for ground contact
applications (.40 1bs/cu.ft.).

32. Fixed or exterior lights shall not be used to illuminate any portion of
the walkway. We suggest hand-held lights be utilized

after darkness to permit safe access. This minimizes light pollution and
interruption to nocturnal wildlife in a sensitive area.

33. The decking boards shall be spaced at a minimum of 3/8" apart, to permit
the maximum amount of 1light to penetrate to the vegetation beneath the
‘extensive boardwalk. This condition is critical to maintain dense vegatative
cover beneath the boardwalk and stairs for =so0il stability, erosion and flood
control, and wildlife habitat.

34. The elevated boardwalk shall be situated on the axisting dike to avoid
the removal of most of the existing shrubs and trees. Where necessary, the
structure shall be sited on the southern side of the dike.

36. Appropriate railings shall be constructed and maintained according to the
Building Code. Horizontal rails shall bes spacad six inches apart, for safaty
and aesthetic reasons.

36. The fourth bridge shall be constructed as shown on the new plan received
January 17, 1996, elevated over Stony Brook creek. The existing structure
ghall be removed by hand and disposed of properly.

37. The new bridge shall be installed utilizing twelve 8" pilings. These
pilings shall eithar be floated to the site or hand carried and hand
excavated as far as possible before they are driven or jetted to refusal.
Thesae pilings shall be placed between October 1 to March 30, to minimize
impacts to water quality and fin-fish habitat.

38. The Cape Cod Museum of Natural History staff shall be permitted to
maintain (prune using hand tools) the foot path clear of vegetation to a
width of four feet at shoulder height. THIS CONDITION SHALL REMAIN FOR THE
LIFE OF THE TRAIL SYSTEM.

29, A1l disturbed areas shall be completely revegetated with native plant
material during the first growing ssason after the work has been completad.
“Turf™ lawn ie not native plant material.

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APPENDIX 185.

Massachusetts General Law ¢. 21 sec. 17C - "Recreational Use Statute”

Massachusetts General Law ¢. 21 sec. 17C, commonly known as the "Recreational Use Statute”,
affords any owner who allows the public to use their land for recreation a1 no charge relief from

liability so long as the owner has not been wiilfil, wanton or reckless. The siatute reads as
follows:

Chapter 21: Section 17C. Public use of land for recreational, conservation, scientific educational
and other purposes; landowner's liability limited; exception.

Section 17C. (a) Any person having an interest in land including the structures, buildings, and
equipment attached to the land, including without limitation, wetlands, rivers, streams, ponds,
lakes, and other bodies of water, who lawfully permits the public to use such land for
recreational, conservation, scientific, educational, environmental, ecological, research, religious,
or charitable purposes without imposing a charge or fee therefor, or who leases such land for said
purposes to the commonwealth or any political subdivision thereof or to any nonprofit
corporation, trust or association, shali not be tizble for personal injuries or property damage
sustained by such members of the public, including without limitation a minor, while on said
land m the absence of wilful, wanton, or reckless conduct by such person. Such permission shall
not confer upon any member of the public using said land, including without limitation a minor,
the status of an invitee or licensee to whom any duty would be owed by said person.

{b} The liability of any person who imposes a charge or fee for the use of his land by the public
for the purposes described in subsection (a) shall not be limited by any provision of this section.
The term ""person” as used in this section shall be deemed to inciude the person having an
interest in the land, his agent, manager, or licensee and shall include without limitation, any
governmental body, agency or instrumentality, nonprofit corporation, trust or association, and
any director, officer, trustee, member, emplovee or agent thereof. A contribution or cther
voluntary payment not required to be made to use such iand shall not be considered a charge or
fee within the meaning of this section.

In interpreting the Recreationad Use Statute, the Court 1 Sandier v. Commorweaith, 419 Muss.
334 (1990) defined wiliful, wanton or reckiess conduct for the purposes of the Recreationul {ise
Statute to be the same as that required for criminal liability. "Reckless fatlure to act imvolves an
wntentional or unreasonable disregard of a risk that presents a high degree of probability that
substantial harm will result to another [such that the] risk of death or grave hodily injury must
be known or reasonably apparent.”

WHEREAS, the Grantor is & non-profit corporation whaose purpose is to foster an
appreciation and vnderstanding of the natiral world; and,

WHEREAS, the (irantes is a publicly-supported, tax-exempt non-profit organizations whose
prmary purpose is to preserve and conserve natural areas for aesthetic, scientific and
educational purposes; and,

WHEREAS, the Grantes has received a letter from the Internal Revenue Service, dated
Febmary 9, 1987, a copy of which is on fiie at the offices of the Grantee, to the effect that the
Grantee i¢ a charitable organization and is not a private foundation within the meaning of
Section 509(a) of the Code; and,

WHEREAS, the Grantor's primary purpose in granting this Conservation Restriction is to
convey to the Grantee the right to preserve and protect the conservation values of the
Premises in perpetuity, by retaining the land and water areas of the Premises predominanty
in their natural, scenic, woeoeded or open condition; and,

WHEREAS, the Grantor alse intends to allow passive recreational, scientific and
educational uses on selected parcels as it desns appropriate; and,

WHEREAS, the Grantor and the Grantee agree that the CONSERVATION RESTRICTION
describad herein is an appropriate means to achieve their open space poals and objectives and
to protect and enhance natural and scenic values of Cape Cod,

NOW, THEREFORE, the terms of this Conservation Restriction are as follows:
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A. Uses: The Grantor covenants for itself and its lcgal representatives, mortgagees,
successors and assigns that the Premises will at all times be held, used and conveyed subject
to and not in violation of this Conservation Restriction. Except forrights and uses herein
reserved to the Grantor, the Grantor shall refrain from and will not penmit any activity that
shall be inconsistent with the afore stated purposes of this grant. Grantor may develop,
maintain, lease and use the Premises only for purpeses consistent with conservation values
and passive recreation and scientific and educational uses related to the Grantor's mission of
researching, interpreting and conveying mformation to its membership, invitees and the
general public about the natural and cultural history of Cape Cod.

For the purposes of this Conservation Restriction, “conservation values” shall mean
all those natural, scenic, aesthetic, open space, ecological, plant and wildlife habitat, soil and
water resource quality, watershed, floodplain, wetland, and simnilar features and values which
charactenize or are associated with the Premises.

For the purposes of this Conservation Restriction, “passive recreation” shall mean any
activity of quiet enfoyment that can be casually performed outdoors with limited facilities
and minymum disturbance of an area’s natural condition. Passive recreation may include, but
is niot strictly limited to, hiking, picmcking, canoeing, kayaking, nature study, cross country
skiing, camping, swimming, jogging or walking. Development of facilities on the Premises
shall be linuted to such items necessary for passive recreation designated by the Grantor,
such as trails, fencing, informational kiosks, boardwalks over wet areas, or wildlife habitat
cnhancement. Unpaved or paved parking arcas may be estabiished and maintained to serve
the Premises and other facilities of the Grantor.

(irantor agrees that all future residential, commercial, industrial and agriculturai
development rights in the Premises are tenminated and extinguished by this Conservation
Restriction and that the Premises may not be used for the purpose of calculating the amount
of Grantor's land available for subdivision or calculating the number of dwelling unjts
permitted on other land owned by the Grantor or by any other person.

B. Access lor Cempliance: The Conservation Restriction hereby conveyed does not
grant to the Grantee, to the public generally, or to any other person, any right to enter upon
